· You are responsible for providing handouts if they are part of your presentation.
· If you propose a panel and your proposal is accepted, you are responsible for securing all panelists, including replacements for original panelists who cannot participate.


Criteria for Evaluation 
Topics are selected based on demonstrated audience interest and reflect the ongoing focus and mission of FITE. Innovation, originality and timeliness of material are also considerations.

Decision process
Upon receipt of the proposed speaking session, it will be reviewed for appropriateness and more.  Subsequent follow-up and speaking session coordination will follow shortly thereafter.
